Walk to School Week   

 
We are delighted to be taking part in Walk to School week this year. This is an 
initiative that is promoting a healthy lifestyle by encouraging healthy journeys to 
school for this week and for the rest of the school year.  
 
The project will be running for 1 week, with the children earning points for their 
class for healthy choices in walking to School.
