Focus Book:  Viking Boy by Tony Bradman 
 

This half term we will be reading Viking Boy and we, ourselves, will channel our inner 

Viking. We will be writing a flashback, thinking about how key events in our lives 
continue to play on our minds and can influence our destiny. Then, we will write a 

Newspaper report based on an event in the story, learning how to focus on key events 
and only consider the necessary details. Finally, we will be creating poems inspired by 

Joseph Coelho’s Overheard in a Tower Block. 

Maths 

In maths we will build on and apply our place value skills. We will also explore and learn 
mental and written methods to solve a range of calculations. Additionally we will be 

learning all about fractions, and how to manipulate them to make it easier to compare 

and order them. Towards the end of the half term we will begin to add and subtract 
fractions.

How does refraction change the direction in 
which light travels? 

How does a prism change a ray of light to 
show the spectrum? 

How does light enable us to see colours? 

Why do shadows have the same shape as the 
object that casts them?
