This term the children will be studying the text The Egyptian Cinderella. We
will be using this text to create our own narratives based on a traditional tale
with a historical twist. The book will be used to develop children’s own
characters and setting descriptions.
Following this we will be creating an instruction text on how to mummify a
human body using the children’s subject knowledge of mummification from
our Egyptian topic.
Our guided reading sessions will focus on non-fiction texts about aspects of
Egyptian life.
We will be exploring place value including decimal numbers. We will be
looking at written methods for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division
as well as focussing on our number facts and times tables.
We will be using procedural and conceptual variation to help become masters
at mathematics.
